Vice Chairperson Morris called the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m.

Minutes
e Member Leach made a motion to approve the February 23, 2022, minutes and it was
seconded by Member Fleming. The motion passed 3-0-1 with Member Stein-McCartney
abstaining.

Report of the Chairperson
e Vice Chairperson Morris had no matters to bring before the Board.

Report of the Director

e Director Makely introduced the new Consumer Services Division Director Amanda
Kastl.

e Director Makely stated the County Executive presented the FY 2025 Advertised Budget
to the Board of Supervisors on February 20, 2024. Town meetings will be scheduled in
magisterial districts, and public hearings will be held in April. The final budget will be
adopted in May 2024.

e Director Makely said staff has currently reviewed approximately 140 legislative bills
with the most discussion on trespass towing bills.

Discussion
ensued on duty of TTAB, last time rates were increased, and industry recommendations
on legislation.
