Transit Station Areas and
Transit Oriented Development

L] TRANSIT STATION AREAS ﬁTSAs): These areas encompass Metrorail
Stations and are directly influenced by the presence of access points
to the Metrorail system. Transit station areas promote a land use
pattern that supports Metrorail by encouraging a mix of uses in a
compact, pedestrian-friendly urban form within walking distance of
the rail station.

L] TRANSIT-ORIENTED DEVELOPMENT (TOD): Transit-oriented
development (TOD) in Fairfax County is defined as compact,
pedestrian- and biking-friendly, mixed-use development containing
medium to high density residential, office and retail uses within
walking distance of certain rail and bus rapid transit stations. A well-
planned TOD should incorporate good design principles and an
